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Verbos Confusos 
En esta lección vamos a practicar con algunos verbos que son confusos para los 
hispanoparlantes.  

Look/See/Watch 

look - mirar  
see - ver 
watch - mirar  

"See" es un acto involuntario. Ves involuntariamente cuando están abiertos tus ojos.  

I can see the ocean. 

"Look" es dirigir tus ojos en una cierta dirección. Por ejemplo, si digo, "Look at the 
computer screen." quiero que dirijas tu mirada hacia la pantalla de la computadora.  

Look at the book. 

"Watch" es una actividad prolongada. Es cuando ves algo más tiempo y enfocas tu 
atención en lo que estas viendo. 

I usually watch TV in the evening. 

 

Say/Tell 

say - decir  
tell - decir  

Se tiene que usar el verbo "tell" con la persona a quien te diriges (el objeto indirecto 
gramatical). Los objetos indirectos son "Bob" en el primer ejemplo abajo y "me" en el 
segundo. Generalmente se usa "tell" con el infinitivo del verbo (como en los ejemplos 
abajo) y no con citas entre comillas.  

Tell Bob to come in to work on Saturday. 
He told me to finish the report. 
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También hay ciertas expresiones en las que siempre se usan con "tell". 

tell a secret - decir un secreto 
tell the truth - decir la verdad 
tell a lie - decir una mentira 
tell a story - contar una historia 
tell a joke - contar un chiste 

Se puede usar el verbo "say" con citas entre comillas con o sin mencionar a la persona a 
quien te diriges (el objeto indirecto). Si pones la persona (el objeto indirecto), tienes 
que anteponer la palabra "to". 

I said, "Hi! My name's Janet." 
I said to him, "Hi! My name's Janet." 

   

Listen/Hear 

listen - escuchar  
hear - oir  

"Hear" es un acto involuntario. Oyes aun si no quieres. Quizas en este momento, 
mientras estás estudiando oyes ruidos de carros o de niños que están jugando afuera.  

I hear the children playing outside. 

"Listen" es enfocar tu atención a lo que estás oyendo.  

I listened carefully to the teacher's explanation of the grammar. 

NOTA: Siempre se usa la palabra "to" después del verbo "listen" cuando incluyes a 
quien o que estás escuchando (el objeto). En el ejemplo abajo usamos "to" después del 
verbo "listen" porque especificamos a quien o que escuchamos ("the teacher" en este 
caso). 

He needs to listen to the teacher. 

 

Adjetivos con -ing vs. Adjetivos con -ed 

Hay adjetivos que describen como te sientes cuando los usas con -ed al final y cuando 
terminan con –ing describen la cosa o persona que te hace sentir de esa manera. Por 
ejemplo, la palabra "interested" ("interesado" en español) describe como te sientes. Sin 
embargo, la palabra "interesting" ("interesante" en español) describe la persona o cosa 
que te interesa. 

I'm bored. Describe como te sientes.  
(Estoy aburrido.) 
The movie is boring. Describe la cosa que te hace sentir así.  
(La película es aburrida.)  
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RON – Welcome to Sports Talk.  I'm Ron Walker, your host.  On today's show I'll be 
talking to Laura Beamer, who won the Olympic gold medal in tennis at last week's 
Olympic Games.  Welcome to the show Laura. 

LAURA – Thanks Ron. 

RON – How does it feel to wear that Olympic gold medal? 

LAURA –  It feels great, Ron. 

RON – Did you ever think you would win an Olympic gold medal? 

LAURA – I hoped that I would win but there were a lot of great tennis players at the 
Olympics. 

RON – Tell me how it felt to compete in the Olympic Games. 

LAURA – Well, it was really exciting.  I got to meet great athletes from all over the 
world.  I got to meet some of my heroes in tennis and other sports. 

RON – What was your favorite part? 

LAURA – I think it was the moment, after I'd won the gold medal, when they were 
singing the national anthem.  I felt so proud. 

RON – It must have also been an honor to carry the flag at the opening ceremony.  

LAURA – Yeah.  I can't believe I was chosen to carry the flag.  It was such an 
honor.  The opening ceremony was so beautiful.  It's so inspiring to see athletes and 
spectators from all over the world together in one stadium.  I think sports really bring 
people together.  When we get together we realize that although we are from different 
cultures we have so much in common.  

RON – So how has your life changed since the Olympics? 

LAURA – A lot.  Right now I'm really busy.  I have a lot of television appearances.  Also, 
I'm going to start taping some television commercials next week.  

RON – Are you still going to have time for tennis?

History of the Olympic Games 

The Ancient Olympics 

The first Olympic Games were held in Ancient Greece in 776 B.C. in the plain of Olympia. 
They began as a religious festival to honor the gods. The Greeks measured time in terms 
of four-year periods called Olympiads. The Olympic games were part of the celebration 
of the beginning of each Olympiad. 

In the first Olympic Games the only competition was a foot race. Later wrestling, the 
pentathlon, and boxing were added. In 680 B.C. chariot racing became a part of the 
games. Athletes usually competed nude as clothing could slow them in the race. In the 
horse racing competition riders rode naked and bareback (no saddle) around the track. 
As you can imagine, it was very difficult to control the horses this way. The winner 
would receive a simple olive branch, not a gold medal. 

People descended on Olympia by the thousands to see the games. The stadium was built 
to seat between 45,000 and 50,000 people. Since the Olympic games were designed to 
honor Zeus, a male god, women were not allowed to see the games. The penalty for 
women who viewed the games was death. 

The ancient games continued until 400 AD when the sacred shrine at Olympia was 
destroyed. 

The Modern Olympics 

Baron Pierre de Coubertin, a Frenchman, revived the games in 1896. He felt that the 
games would promote physical fitness and good relations between people of different 
countries. Beginning in 1894 delegates from 12 countries met to lay out plans for the 
modern games to be held in Athens, Greece. 
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The next Olympics were held in Paris and then in St. Louis, but interest waned. The 
Olympics gained popularity again with a very well-organized Olympics in 1908 in 
London. They began giving out medals not only to the winner but also to the first and 
second runner up (gold, silver, and bronze medals). In 1912 in Stockholm electrical 
timing equipment was used for the first time. In the 1928 Games in Amsterdam the 
tradition of burning the Olympic flame throughout the games began. 

The Olympic Games have grown significantly since the days of the single foot race. Now 
the events are divided into winter and summer games alternately every two years. 
Athletes from all over the world continue to gather for the Olympic Games to enjoy 
friendly international competition just as Baron Pierre de Coubertin dreamed.
